CADRE Fellows

 2011-2012
Description:
The Community for Advancing Discovery Research in Education (CADRE), a resource network funded by the National Science Foundation, supports researchers and developers who participate in Discovery Research K-12 (DR K-12) projects on teaching and learning in the science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) disciplines. 
CADRE:
· helps grantees to share methods, findings, results, and products, helping to build collaboration around a strong portfolio of STEM education resources, models, and technologies; 
· collects evidence of impact and disseminates contributions of projects for improving educational practice and policy; and 
· supports the community’s emerging researchers and developers as an essential part of building the capacity for quality research and development within the DR K-12 program and the greater STEM education community.
The CADRE Fellows, now in its third year, is competitive fellowship designed to be a capacity building experience for early career researchers and developers.  Fellows will be exposed to DR K-12 research beyond their project, gain insights into NSF and what it takes to be successful and effective, and network with researchers and developers from across the country. 
Fellowship activities will take place from November 2011 to June 2012. Participation in the Fellowship will consist of participating in a series of bimonthly webinars, including preparing for the webinar and reflecting upon what they have learned; collaborating with other Fellows; attending the annual PI meeting to be held in June 13-15, 2012 in Washington, D.C., and planning a culminating activity to take place at the annual PI meeting.  
As noted by Fellows from prior years,

“Attending the PI meeting and the webinars provided me with many chances to interact with professionals, help me feel more connected to the academic world, and build confidence in talking about and carrying out my own research studies.” 
“I believe the insider knowledge that I have gained from the PI meeting, and the webinars and conference calls relating to NSF grant writing and employment opportunities will give my early career a boost.”
A cohort of up to 10 individuals will be selected to participate for the 2011-2012 year.  Participants will receive a $1,000 stipend to cover travel and lodging for the PI meeting if program requirements throughout the year are completed.  Applications must be received by CADRE@edc.org no later than October 28, 2011. Applications will be reviewed by a panel of CADRE members. Please note you may be contacted for a phone interview during this time frame depending upon the number of applications received. Nominees and PIs will be notified of CADRE’s decision no later than November 14, 2011.  
Criteria for Applicants:

1. Exhibit evidence of leadership and academic success. 

2. Demonstrate the desire and potential to advance STEM education in meaningful ways. 

3. Be a current member of the project team for an active DR K-12 grant.

4. Be able to attend the PI meeting to take place June 13-15, 2012 in Washington, D.C. 

5. Be a graduate student, post-doc, or early career professional.

6. Priority will be given to accepting a diverse group of Fellows.
Components of the Fellowship:

1. Participate in bimonthly webinars and other professional development activities for 2011-2012. Depending upon the topic, participation will also include independent or collaborative work, including listening to recordings, reading articles, writing papers or blog posts, and/or preparing presentations. Selected Fellows will have the opportunity to shape the topics covered during the year. Examples of topics covered in prior years include:

a. Writing a successful proposal to the NSF

b. Developing and sustaining a successful project

c. Career opportunities in higher education and non-profit organizations
d. Publishing articles in academic journals
2. Actively participate in the online community, including the Fellows group space and blogs. 
3. In collaboration with other Fellows, prepare a culminating event to take place at the PI meeting. 
4. Attend the annual PI meeting to take place in Washington, D.C. June 13-15, 2012. 
5. (Optional) Participate in a mentoring relationship with a current PI or former Fellow.
